I would like to invite you to come to Norway and spend a week full of obedience and fun!!

I have rented a great big field next to Hokksund camping 20 minutes from Drammen, 1,5 hours from Oslo. Where it is possible for you to stay during the week. For further info, look at http://www.hokksund-camping.no/hovedside.htm 

We will train, compete, and have a lot of fun!! Maybe even solve some world problems.....(
For the people that want to be a part of the first week: The Norwegian championship of obedience is on the 13th and 14th of August, 1 hour from the camping, maybe you want to stay and see that??
PROGRAM:

As you see, the program is identical both weeks, just different dates.         

We are training obedience from 0900 until 1300. Everybody will then train a lot.. From 1400 until 1730 I take one by one. Everybody will get the chance to discuss their problems, and it is a good practice for competitions.

I hope that you will participate in the competitions. Most of us get problems here, and now we really have a chance to solve them!!

We  will film you and take notes, and then look at it together with you, to see what goes wrong, if anything.

For people in class 3, there is no problem. Our Elite is the same as your 3. Class 1, 2, and 3 in Norway are different. We will give you the program and the rules of these if necessary.

We will help you to register for the competition, further details is given when you sign up for the course. The fee for participating are approx. 45 Euro, a start.

I hope that you will do the 2 competitions. Many mistakes often comes the day after....when the dogs and maybe you are a little bit tired..

(there is also a national agility competition on the 6th and 7th , so if you want to sign up for that, you are welcome!)

Monday 8th and Monday 29th  you can decide if you want to do sheep dog training, or have some fun whit agility. The sheep dog training is mostly for BC, but other sheep dogs can also participate.    

PRICES:

The course costs 400 Euro, that includes all training. There is also a possibility to join the course without a dog. Then the cost will be 200 Euro. Travel company and family are of course not charged. 

CABINS:

All prices are approx. It depends on the value, of the Norwegian krone

The prices are for one night. And approx. It is winter season now, so it might be a little more expensive in the summer.

If you want to be a part of the first course, you should sing up right away. There is a big salmon festival in the week end we are there, and the cabins will bee booked for that.

2 bed cabins without water 50 Euro

4 bed cabin without water 60 Euro

4 bed cabin with toilet and water (not shower) 80 Euro

6 bed cabin with all facilities 105 Euro

You pay for the cabins at arrival.

The sanitary facilities are very good at the camping it is a 4 star camping. Always nice and clean. And open 24 hours a day.

Most of the cabins have cooking possibility, and a fridge.

I will arrange the bookings for you, just let us know what cabin you want  and who you will stay whit.

I really hope that you have the possibility to visit us. And of course  that you will find this interesting. 

If you want to bring family or friends that for some reason are not that interested in dogs that we are, there are lovely woods and beaches right by the camping. There are also a lot of things to see. Close to Drammen. Lots of old churches and Norwegian culture. The capital, Oslo is only 1,5 hours away. The roads in Norway are quite good, and it is easy to get around. 

All teaching will be held in English.

Most Norwegians speak good English, and some speak French or German, so there is not a problem getting around. 

HOW TO GET HERE WITH DOG:

The things you need for the dog is the rabies vaccination and the blood test of the rabies. And of course all the “normal” vaccinations that all countries use. And a de worming pill, just before entering Norway And a passport to clarify that information. Your vet. Will have it.

If you are coming by car, you have a lot of possibilities. Driving through Sweden, take a boat from Germany or Denmark.

If you come by plane, you can fly to Oslo or to Torp Sandefjord. (car rental is very safe here, but expensive)     

HOW TO SIGN UP:

Last entry date is the 1st of April 2005

When you sign up, you also have to pay. Because if we book the cabins, we have to pay them 100%.

How to pay, will be send to you when you sing up.

I think (and hope) that many people will be interested in this course. So the first one to sign up, gets the place.

I take 10 people with dogs and 10 people without dogs. On each course.

So now it is just to ask your boss for vacation!!!!!!!

We hope to see you in Norway this summer!!!!!!
